ABOUT THE COURSE 
Students will take ART 150: Art and Ideas, taught by Dr. Katie Brown, during 

the Fall 2025 semester and travel over Winter break. The course counts as an 

Aesthetic Core course. 

 

Students will explore seven themes in art that are paired with specific buildings, 

archaeological sites, works of art in museums, or public gardens in southern 

Italy. Students will research a designated monument in the Fall semester prior to 

departure and present it on-site to the group as an exemplar of its associated 

theme. Final papers will be due in mid-January 2026.
